 5 Sharpened Pencils 
 1 box of Ziplock baggies (1 gallon size) 
 An old shirt for painting

 N – Q  =   2 plastic tablecloths from the $1.00 store for art projects 
 R  -  S  =  1 box or bag of a nutritious cereal (for forgotten snacks)   
 T  -  Z =   1 bag of clothespins (with springs)
